Please be aware of the following information regarding the above mentioned
procurement.

A pre-bid meeting and a tour of the roof was conducted on March 27, 2018 at 901 South
Ludlow Street, Dayton, OH 45402. Procurement representative Joe Swisshelm welcomed
everyone to the pre-bid and covered the pertinent items relating to the procurement
requirements. There were no questions so the meeting was turned over to John
Cummiskey, project manager. At this point the following questions were presented.

Question: Which of the sections in the project are the top priority?
Answer: AO and Al.

Question: What is the required R value?
Answer: R-25

The following list of items were submitted in writing after the meeting:
Roof AGAL

1. The existing flashing has been run up overt the stone coping on 3 walls which has a bull nose on it. What
is the detail we are to use for the walls? Do you want wood blocking & new Coping added or counter
flashing below the old Stone cap? The masorityprobably not hold counter flashing due the shape the
masonry is in.Answer Parapet membrane should be utilized over the stone coping and wood blocking
and coping utilized to securd?lease see amended Scope of Work.

2. The brick wall West face is in need of tppcnting and rebuilt. This wall has coping that needs replaced.
Are we to figure new coping here? This wall will allow moisture from the outside parapet let water into
the new roof system. | don't think anyanufacture will warrant thisAnswer RTA will correct this tuek
pointing issue outside this procurement.

3. It was mentioned there was slope in the deck. The roof still ponds water. It looks as though PVC drain
line was added & PVC drains were putdmémove some of the ponding because it looks like the original
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drains went thru scuppers. Should taper insulation be utilized? If so wfadt® are you wanting on the
building which was brought up today? The ponding water could also be a warranty isssieer R25
insulation should be utilized. RTA will evaluate whether the current PVC drains are clogged which could
be the cause of the ponding. Tapered insulation should be used if appropriate.

If a contractor is of the professional opinion thattwo-layer tapered insulation system should not be
utilized, then RTA recommends that an approved equal request be submitted with appropriate rational
and justification.Please see amended Scope of Work.

4. There are some caped curbs. Are these to beoreed? Answer Caped curbs should be removed and
replaced. Please see amended Scope of Work.

5. There are damaged gravity roof vents. What is to be done with thésesWer Damaged gravity roof
vents located on Roof Area AO/AL should be replad@idase see amended Scope of Work.

Roof A2 (Low Bay)

1. There are roof drains on this section that just have a pipe for a drain & not a true drains. Will these be
replaced? You need a proper drain with clamping ring etc. to get the proper seal to attairranty.
Answer RTA will correct interior drainage issues outside this procurement.

2. This roof also ponds water & it looks like some drains were added on this roof. Should taper insulation
be used?Answer RTA is of the belief that tapered insidatt will aid in draining water off the roof. If a
bidder is of the professional option that tapered insulation should not be utilized, then RTA recommends
that an approved equal request be submitted with appropriate rationale and justificatiBiease se
amended Scope of Work.

3. Is this roof to receive new coping where there is coping present n@w2wer Yes. Please see
amended Scope of Work.

Roof2 (High Bay)

1. There was no access to this roof so could not see everyting®er Contractorgan schedule a time
to return with their own equipment to view all areas of the roof.

2. Is this roof to receive new copingtswer Yes.Please see amended Scope of Work.

It is mentioned there is a 2 layer system. Do we know what the bottom layer is. Is this built up roof & how
thick? Answer The existing roof is a 2 layer system and is wet saturated. RTA is of the belief that the

However,
the contractor is exected and should rely on their professional judgment, expertise, and industry
standards to determine if these conditions currently exigtlease see amended Scope of Work.

RTA reserves the right to accept a single roof area for award, two roof areas, or all three roof areas for
award.
